ADMISSIONS POLICY
Meredale Independent School is an inclusive school that welcomes children from all backgrounds and abilities. Children are normally admitted in to the Reception Class at the beginning of the term in which their fifth birthday falls and remain at the school until they have completed the academic year in which they reach the age of 11.
Parents who are considering sending their children to the school are invited to make an appointment with the Headteacher and visit the school while it is in session. The child is then invited for a taster session or day. On receipt of a registration form names of prospective Reception class pupils are placed on a waiting list in first come, first served order. These are then allocated in the Summer term in order. If there are more applications than places in the class then parents would always be notified immediately and names placed on a waiting list. 

There is a limit of 16 children per class, regardless of Key Stage and this will not be compromised.

Admissions of older children, casual vacancies and late applications to Reception will be considered on a case by case basis and a place will only be offered if the class limit for that age group has not been reached.
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
